Defects; Warranty; Misc.

a) International Medical Corps has the right to inspect and test all supplies, equipment and services quantity and quality of delivery called for by the Contract, to the extent practicable, at all places and times, including the period of manufacture, seller’s warehouse and
in any event before acceptance. IMC shall perform inspections and tests in a manner that will not unduly delay the work. IMC assumes no contractual obligation to perform any inspection and test for the benefit of the Contractor.

b) International Medical Corps shall inspect the items upon their delivery (if different not agreed) and provide written notice to Contractor as to any defects, non-conformities, or issues in Contractor's performance of its Contract obligations. (See Acceptable Quality

c) Contractor must be present during International Medical Corps’ quantitative and quality control process to be undertaken at the time of delivery. If Contractor does not attend, Contractor accepts the quantitative and qualitative control outcome performed by
International Medical Corps.
